World Day of Peace  

 January 1, 2017  

 Jesus himself lived in violent times. Yet he taught that the 
true battlefield, where violence and peace meet, is the human 

heart: for ñit is from within, from the human heart, that evil 
intentions comeò (Mk 7:21). But Christôs message in this regard 
offers a radically positive approach. He unfailingly preached Godôs 
unconditional love, which welcomes and forgives. He taught his 

disciples to love their enemies (cf. Mt 5:44) and to turn the other 
cheek (cf. Mt 5:39). When he stopped her accusers from stoning 

the woman caught in adultery (cf. Jn 8:1-11), and when, on the 

night before he died, he told Peter to put away his sword (cf. Mt 
26:52), Jesus marked out the path of nonviolence. He walked that 

path to the very end, to the cross, whereby he became our peace 
and put an end to hostility (cf. Eph 2:14-16). Whoever accepts the 

Good News of Jesus is able to acknowledge the violence within and 

be healed by Godôs mercy, becoming in turn an instrument of 
reconciliation. In the words of Saint Francis of Assisi: ñAs you 

announce peace with your mouth, make sure that you have greater 
peace in your hearts.ò 

 
 To be true followers of Jesus today also includes embracing 

his teaching about nonviolence. As my predecessor Benedict XVI 

observed, that teaching ñis realistic because it takes into account 
that in the world there is too much violence, too much injustice, and 

therefore that this situation cannot be overcome except by countering it with more love, with more goodness. 
This ómoreô comes from God.ò  He went on to stress that: ñFor Christians, nonviolence is not merely tactical 

behavior but a personôs way of being, the attitude of one who is so convinced of Godôs love and power that he 

or she is not afraid to tackle evil with the weapons of love and truth alone. Love of oneôs enemy constitutes the 
nucleus of the óChristian revolution.ô ò The Gospel command to love your enemies (cf. Lk 6:27) ñis rightly 

considered the magna carta of Christian nonviolence. It does not consist in succumbing to evilébut in 
responding to evil with good (cf. Rom 12:17-21), and thereby breaking the chain of injustice.ò

Pope Francis New Year's Resolutions 
 

1. Don't gossip. It's one of our hobbies. For Francis, it's 
also one of the most evil activities. 
 
2. Finish your meals. No leftovers, please. 
 
3. Make time for others. Tending to 1.2 billion members, 
Francis seems too busy for anything else. That is, until he 
calls up strangers. Or entertains a random biker.  

 
4. Choose the 'more humble' 
purchase. The Pope preaches 
against materialism.  
 
5. Meet the poor 'in the flesh.' 
ñIt is not enough to mediate this 
commitment through 

institutions. There is no excuse for us from our 
establishing personal contact with the needy.ò 
 
6. Stop judging others. In the same way he denounces 
gossip, Francis condemns prejudice.  
 
7. Befriend those who disagree. ñWhen leaders in 
various fields ask me for advice, my response is always 
the same: dialogue, dialogue, dialogue.  
 
8. Make commitments, such as marriage. The Pope 
says: ñToday, there are those who say that marriage is 
out of fashion; in a culture of relativism. They say that it is 
not worth making a life-long commitment, because we do 
not know what tomorrow will bring. I ask you, instead, to 
be revolutionaries, to swim against the tide.  

 

9. Make it a habit to 'ask the Lord.' ñDear young 
people,ò he says, ñsome of you may not yet know what 
you will do with your lives. Ask the Lord, and he will show 
you the way.  
 
10. Be happy. The true Christian, says the Pope, exudes 
great joy.  ñThe Christian sings with joy, and walks, and 
carries this joy." This joy, he reminds us, should translate 
to love of neighbor.
