First Sunday of Lent
February 18, 2018

FOCUS: The kingdom of God is at hand.

Repent and believe in the Gospel. These sound like
simple words from our short Gospel today. But it is
fitting that Jesus begins his earthly ministry with this
powerful message after the Spirit descended upon him
at his baptism. He asks us to believe in the Gospel
and embrace its message of humble service and disci-
pleship.

LITURGY OF THE WORD: In the reading from
Genesis, God establishes a covenant with Noah, de-
claring the rainbow as the reminder to all his people.
In the second reading, we hear that the eight who had
been saved by the water in the story of Noah prefigure
our baptism which saves us now. In Mark’s Gospel,
Jesus begins his Galilean ministry by proclaiming the
need to repent and believe.

REFLECTION: The rainbow is not to serve as a re-
minder to us of God’s covenant with us. Instead, it is
a sign to God, a "reminder," that no matter how far
adrift we go; no matter that we might forget God, the
author of Genesis says, God will never forget us.

So we ask ourselves:

e Do we believe that nothing can separate us from
the love God has for us?

e What effect does that have on how we see our-
selves and those around us?
